Hong Kong International Wine & Spirits Fair Set For November
Fair Highlights and Wine Tasting on Offer at Pre-Event Press Conference

For the first time at the fair,
Slovenia’s Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Food will set up a pavilion to showcase special
wines from the country and offer wine tasting.

The eighth edition of the Cathay Pacific Hong Kong International Wine & Spirit Competition
Award Presentation Ceremony will take place on the first day of the fair. Meanwhile, the last day
of the fair will be open to the public with a range of exciting events including the Hong Kong Inter-
University Wine Competition and master classes.

A press conference featuring about 30 participating exhibitors will be held next Thursday (20
October) to introduce fair highlights and preview some of the products. A mini whisky bar with a
wide array of spirits and cocktails will be on show.
